MAP: “Martellago Parco Laghetti”, printed in scale 1:4000 contour interval 5m, from a  base ISOM,  production in 2006, updated in 2010. Revised in the control point zones in 2013 for theTrail-O. In order to detail better some large semiopen areas, small trees differing from the surrounding green have been cartographed. Note: owing to the recent rains, the level of the lakes has risen and in some zones the coastline is changed. 

COURSES: 
OPEN ELITE-PARALIMPICI: 
2100m, 19pt+2time ctrl,  max time 120min
OPEN  A                     

1400m, 15pt+2time ctrl, max time 87min
ESORDIENTI:            

600m, 8pt, max time 60min
FIRST START: at 11:30, 200m from the CC. The competitors will go to the START following the order in the start list. 
TIME CONTROLS: there are 2 time controls at the beginning of the path,  following the TempO procedure: the competitor will receive both maps, and only the total time will be recorded. There is not 'Z' answer. The time limit for each questions is 60s, so the maximum total time is 120s. 20sec before the term the official will warn the competitor saying “20 seconds!”.
FINISH: Finish is 400m from the CC: the competitor who has concluded his course is requested not to disturb the other competitors.
POINTS OF VIEW: they are represented by signs numbered in progression with these colours:

Open Elite : CYAN
Open A : WHITE
Esordienti : GREEN
Wherever other flags are visible, stripes on the terrain limit the area to consider. 
ACCESSES: The competitor can use only the main paths. Minor paths are forbidden. Moreover, paths marked in map with a red bar are forbidden; on the terrain there will  be a stripe to mark the forbidden access. 
PRIZE GIVING: There will be the prize giving ceremony when the published results will become official, about at 15.30. Prize for the best three in each class.

FAIR PLAY: The competitors are  requested to give precedence to the wheelchairs. During the competition it is forbidden to exchange informations, use of phone, of the camera, and of every other tool  except for the compass; in the terrain of the competition the athlete must be as silent as possible.  At the end of his race he can not communicate with other athletes who are not yet started. For other rules the FISO and IOF regulations are valid. 
Note: is it possible to have a lunch at the restaurant-bar “Al Lago dei ochi” inside the park, but only after the competition, because the bar is in the forbidden area.
